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ood news—Ileather is the hottest
Gmaterial out there today. Not only

is leather beautiful to look at and
touch, it’s also one of the most durable ma-
terials for upholstering furniture.

“More and more people are leather
bound these days,” says Susan Plaskow,
Director of Sales and Merchandising at
Ligne Roset New York. “While some fab-
rics, like silk, may be beautiful, it’s not
what you want on the family room sofa. A
leather sofa can wear for 20 years or more.
It’s an amazing substance.”

Indeed, not only will leather look
good and last, it becomes softer and more
supple over time, making it super com-
fortable. However, you want to make sure
you are getting genuine leather. While
laws in some countries prohibit manufac-
turers from advertising imitation leather
as the real deal, the U.S. has no such re-
strictions.

Additionally, it’s important to note that
there is a wide range of choice when it
comes to leather. Surprisingly, the most
durable leathers are often the least expen-
sive. On the higher end of the spectrum,
there is aniline-dyed leather, which is made
from the highest quality hides. This is a
more delicate, soft, buttery leather that
looks beautiful, but it is in a very natural
state and will patina over time.

With the exception of aniline leather,
most is easy to clean. Leather furniture needs
to be dusted once a week, wiped down with
a damp cloth regularly and conditioned with
leather conditioner on occasion. ¢

Does Ligne,
Roset recycle =
waste and use re-
cyclable materials?

With constant and
considerable effort, we have succeeded
in reducing the amounts of waste we
produce year over year. The materials
we recycle include printer cartridges,
batteries, cardboard, polythene pack-
aging film, metals and industrial clean-
ing cloths. Ligne Roset also recycles
unused cuts of foam, leather and fabric
created in the process of upholstering-
furniture.

Does Ligne Roset use hazardous
materials or create hazardous waste?

By virtue of ‘clean’ manufacturing,
our furniture and upholstery do not let
off gases or create toxic waste in the
home of the consumer. We use only
products and materials recommended

by the FCBA (Foréts, Cellulose, Bois
et Ameublement), that comply with all
European norms. In 2004, we were
among the very first in the industry to
replace solvent-based glues with the
water-based variety. These 'clean' glues
also make it easier to clean equipment
and tools, in particular spray guns. And
" of course, less product
< cleaning means less
" residue and, therefore,
less pollution.
Our aim is to create zero
hazardous waste and use no
hazardous materials at all.

Are Ligne Roset products from
sustainable sources?

Yes. For example, we use local or
European wood for our products. Our
products make use of solid wood, yet
we have no part in the destruction of
South American (most notably Ama-
zonian), African or South Asian
forests. Conscious of the pressing
need to protect this natural heritage,
we exclusively use 'bois d'origine
PESC', that is, European wood prod-
ucts: oak, walnut, ash and beech,
originating from sustainable, ecolog-
ically managed forests certified by
the French government. °
